Calligraphy Exhibition 2010

La Société des calligraphes de Montréal will be hosting an exhibition for its members
 which will take place at L’Espace Ars Longa, 2320 Mont-Royal Street East, Montreal
 from November 5th to 14th, 2010.

Only active members may participate.
All artworks should be originals, created specifically for this exhibition.
 Photocopies and computer calligraphy are not admissible.

Registration: The participants have until September 16th, 2010 to register, by filling in and signing the registration form sent with this letter or available at the general meetings and by paying the required fees mentioned below. Payment of these fees confirms the registration. Since the number of participants is limited to 40, it is important to register early. 

Number of Items: Only one item may be submitted per member. There will be no judging as this exhibition is to be a reflection of our members’ creative and calligraphic abilities.

Theme of the Exhibition: Invitation to Wander 

Media: All media are permitted (for example drawing, watercolor, pastel, embossing, etc.) 
as long as calligraphy and/or illumination make up more than 50 % of the work.

Framing: Framing is compulsory. The frame should be solid and secure, with a standard mounting system (metal wire).

Size: Because of the limited space and the number of participants, the framed artwork should have a maximum horizontal dimension of 20 inches (50cm) when hung on the wall. The maximum vertical size is 30 inches (76 cm). 
Handing in the artwork: This will take place around the beginning of November, the exact date and location to be confirmed, as well as the date of the opening and of the picking up of the artwork.

Identification: Each artwork should have:

  (a) the artist’s name, 

  (b) a title, if there is one 

  (c) the dimensions, 

  (d) the support (paper, wood, canvas..) 

  (e) description of media used, 

  (f) the quotes as reference, 

  (g) the price if it is for sale. 

This information is to be written on a sheet of paper on the back of the framed artwork and should also be sent in advance to the person in charge of the exhibition labels.
Sale: Members will be allowed to sell their work, with 10 % of the selling price donated to the Society by the artist. The artwork cannot be sold if it uses a copyrighted image or text. Usually, copyrights last fifty years after the death of the author. There will be a listing of prices held in a binder and made available to the public. It should be clearly noted if the artwork is for sale and at what price. Pieces without a price will be considered as “private collection”. 

Artistic approach: Each participant may, if desired, write a short text in the language of their choice (English, French or both) on their artistic approach and the creative aspects of their work. Maximum: one page, front and back. The texts will be plasticized and put in a binder for visitors. The texts should be sent by e-mail before October 21st , 2010 to Mrs. Louise Robillard at robiardlou@yahoo.ca
Financial contribution: An amount of $25.00 will be asked from each participant. Please send your cheque payable to La Société des calligraphes de Montréal, as well as the completed and signed registration form to Mrs. Louise Robillard, 1240 Foch Avenue, Montreal, H4H 2R3. La Société des calligraphes will contribute financially as well.

Written agreement: Each participant will be invited to sign an agreement with the Gallery to decline any responsibility in case of robbery, fire or any damage whatsoever. There will be no financial commitment.

The exhibition is an activity of promotion for calligraphy and La Société des calligraphes de Montréal. Members are asked not to use it to promote their own activities. A list of classes and activities as well as the names of members accepting commissions will be available at the gallery and on the website of the Society.

Your signature on the registration form will be considered as an implicit acceptance of the conditions mentioned in this document.

The exhibition committee has the right to refuse any artwork not in conformity with these rules.
